Program Notes October 2012

For beginner quilters and those who want a refresher, here’s a great tutorial with pictures on the quick and easy method for making half square triangle blocks.  This pieced block unit is without a doubt one the most used in quilt block construction.  There’s a great tip given about knowing what size to cut the squares for use in this method...for example, if you want a 2” finished HST(half-square triangle) then cut the starting squares at 3”.  Then after the sewing and cutting, you would trim them to 2 ½” to finish at 2”.

As we get ready to start sewing on our Mystery quilts, this blog has a great tutorial on sewing that scant ¼” seam allowance and pressing tips.

In Program this month, we are sponsoring our Charity Quilts Committee by supplying them with as many  

12 ½” Rail Fence blocks as we can! If each of our 70 some members would make just ONE block, imagine how many tops could be pieced together with sashing and borders for Comfort quilts.  Sometimes, we  want to be involved in the Charity Quilts but taking on a whole project can be overwhelming.  Here’s your chance to be involved with just a little work.  And, I’m sure the Committee would be happy to take blocks all year long, if you wanted to donate one each month( 

So, in October, we are asking everyone to make ONE 12 ½” Rail Fence Block and bring it to the November meeting.  You have two colour choices: Blues or Pinks/Rose...think men blocks, women blocks.  

  Rail fence pattern--cut  (6) 2 1/2 inch by 12 1/2 inch strips of various fabrics ranging from dark to light

  Sew in strips of 6 for 12 ½  inch unfinished block. Take your ruler and measure to make sure your block is 12 ½” square.
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Monthly Jelly Roll Swap

Remember to bring your 2 ½” x WOF strips for the Jelly Roll Swap...this month’s color is  Med to Dark Reds.  I promise it won’t be “fixed” this time lol! Bring as many as you like as long as they are all different fabrics.  If you are new this month, see last month’s newsletter online for Jelly Roll Swap information.

[image: image4.jpg]Mystery Quilt: Clue 2

General notes: Use a scant %4” seam allowance for all piecing. If you’re not sure, come see Shelley.
Press the seam allowances in the direction of the arrows. This will allow pieces to fit together correctly
later in the quilt. If there are no arrows, press the seam allowances however you wish.

Choice A
1. Take 2 (2”) x WOF “B” strip and 4 (1 %4” x WOF) “C” strips from your precut fabrics. You will make

2 strips sets following the diagram below. These are Strip set Unit A’s. They should measure 3 %"

wide when sewn together.

Strip Unit “A”. Make 2 sets.

2. Subcut the Unit A strips into 40 (2”) wide segments. See above diagram. Pin the pile of them
together and set aside labeled Unit A (40).

3. Take 2 (2” x WOF) “B” strips and 4 (2 %” x WOF) “C” strips from your precut fabrics. Sew them
together like the diagram below. These are Strip set Unit B’s. They should measure 6 %" wide
when sewn together.

Strip Unit “B”. Make 2 sets.

4. Subcut the Unit “B” strip sets into 40 (2”) wide segments. See above diagram. Pile them together
and set aside labeled Unit B (40).

5. From your precut “B” fabrics, take your 20 (3 74”) squares and join them together with the
segments from Unit A and Unit B, following the diagram. You will end up with 20 (6 }4”) squares.
Label these Unit C, put them in a baggie and set aside until next clue.
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Unit C.
Make 20.




Mystery Quilt Choice B:

For those making size Choice B, you will do all the sewing and follow all the directions as in Choice A following the diagrams EXCEPT  you will need to use more strips and cut more units to make more blocks.  Here are the amounts you need to use in place of Choice A.

1&2. 
You will use 3 (2” x WOF) strips of “B” and 6(1 ¼” x WOF) strips of C.  You will make 3 strip sets for Unit A.  Subcut your Unit A’s into 60 (2”) segments.

3&4.
You will use 3 (2” x WOF) strips of “B” and 6 (2 ¾” x WOF) strips of C.  You will make 3 strips sets for Unit B.

Subcut your Unit B’s into 60 (2”) segments.

5.
You will use 30 (3 ½”)  “B” squares for the blocks.  You will make 30 blocks that measure 6 ½” 

square.
